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It seems like only yesterday the dream was becoming reality.  And, here 
we are 15 years later, continuing to serve and growing.  Never in our his-
tory has the demand for our services been higher.  Every week we take 
40-60 calls from people looking for service dogs; some in the area we 
serve others desperately seeking service dogs in areas we do not.  The 
requests are for service dogs, certified pet therapy teams training and vis-
iting in the communities, for the children’s reading program and questions 
about access laws and concerns.  Looking back, Canines for Service has 
accomplished much; there is so much more we can do and we need you 
to help make it a reality.    Walk with us now as we look back over the 
years and help us forge our future to continue serving our communities 
and people.  
  
In December 1996, the organization made its meager start from the home 
of co-founder Rick Hairston, while he held down a full-time job and took 
his vision to reality with a giant step of faith.    On that very day, Moses, a 
Black Labrador puppy became the first Carolina Canines for Service dog 
in training.  And, the work began.  As the time progressed, committed 
families were recruited to foster and raise the service dogs in training   
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As I look back over the last 15 years, I am reminded 
time and time again of why I was called to serve. To 
change the lives of people with disabilities and give 
them greater independence.  The road has not al-
ways been easy, there were times I just wanted to 
walk away.  And yet, my heart called to me to just 
serve one more.   

For all of the people who have touched my life over 
the last 15 years, thank you.  To all of the support-
ers and volunteers, thank you.  Running a non-profit 
is not always easy, but the rewards are enormous.  
To the David’s, Mary’s, Diane’s, Edmund’s, Ed’s, 
Leslie’s, Donald’s and James’s, and all of those we 
have served and will serve in the future, thank you. 

I look forward to the next 15 years with hope and 
anticipation of the blessings to come.

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Almost 15 years ago when the organization was founded, know-
ing there were no other service dog providers in the southeast, 
Carolina Canines for Service was the right name and right 
fit.  Today, as our services have expanded to provide service 
dogs nationally for our Veterans, our reach is far greater than the 
Carolinas.  Daily we talk to service members across the nation 
and we have come to realize with the help of some of our sup-
porters that our name now limits our scope.    

Preparing our organization for the next 15 years plus, we have 
started the process of a simple but powerful name change that 
will better represent our services and our programs as a cohesive 
package that continues to represent the quality and integrity we 
have built over the years.  The process is a slow one.  First the 
logo redesign, then trademark applications and a transition to the 
new name which will include a "doing business as" application 
with the IRS and State of registration.   As we continue through 
this process, you will see the changes start to appear and so, it is 
time to introduce our supporters to our new name and new look.   

Carolina Canines for Service, now known as Canines for Service, 

continues our mission of providing people with disabilities quality 
trained service dogs.  The corporate identity and 501c3 designa-
tion will remain Carolina Canines for Service, Inc. Our core pro-
gram areas include:  

Canines for Service - fostering service dogs in training by volun-
teers to provide people with disabilities in our civilian community 
from Virginia to Florida and east of the Mississippi River quality 
trained service dogs.  

Canines for Veterans - providing service members and veterans, 
nationally, quality trained service dogs rescued from shelters and 
trained by military prisoners.  

Canines for Therapy - training and certifying people and their 
dogs as animal assisted therapy teams volunteering in the com-
munity visiting at nursing facilities, hospitals, assisted living facili-
ties and schools.  

Canines for Literacy - providing certified therapy teams as literacy 
mentors to our elementary school children.

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averaging 12 to 14 dogs in training in the 
early years.   In the fall of 1999, after re-
ceiving the first grant from Cape Fear Me-
morial Foundation, Rick became the first 
employee and took the business to the 
next level. Continuing to operate from his 
home, working full time for Carolina Ca-
nines allowed Rick to focus on growing the 
business, giving presentations throughout 
the community to continue to develop pub-
lic awareness of the organization and pro-
grams and benefits of a service animal.  
 
Three years after the first dog entered the 
training program, the mission was realized 
and the milestones began to happen with 
David Mickler receiving the first placement 
of service dog, Saint, on a special Christ-
mas edition of the University of North 
Carolina Wilmington’s 
television show, Let’s Talk! 
UNCW and You.  Saint 
served David faithfully and 
crossed the Rainbow 
Bridge in 2009 almost a 
year after David received 
his second service dog. 
 
In November 2001, Caro-
lina Canines moved into 
the current location taking 
the business, yet again, to 
another level.   Spring of 
2002 found the addition of 
both an animal assisted 
therapy program and pet obedience class 
adding to the already demanding sched-
ule.     Initially, the addition of these 
classes was to help off-set facility costs for 
the service dog program.  Today, the ani-
mal assisted therapy program is an inte-
gral part of the organization and encom-
passes a secondary mission of pets help-
ing people in the community with the pro-
gram being offered in Wilmington and Ra-
leigh, NC with expansion plans for 
Charleston, SC.   Also in 2002, the chil-
dren's’ reading program, then called Paws 
for Reading, launched.  Today, Canines 
for Literacy has served over 600 children 
in our schools and touched the lives of 
thousands of children in our community. 
 
By the end of 2003, 17 ser-
vice dogs had been placed 
with people in need.  The 
beginning of 2004 found the 
organization strained to 
manage the office and coor-
dination of all of the presen-
tations, events, training and 
volunteers, let alone pursu-
ing grants.  That changed in 
the last quarter of 2004 with 
the hiring of the second em-
ployee thanks to Cape Fear 
Memorial Foundation.   At 
the end of 2004, the 20th service dog was 
placed.  While there were many great mo-

ments in 2004, including the Hogs for 
Dogs partnership which to this day was the 
basis of a long standing friendship with 
Janet Charbonneau who now serves on 
our board of directors and Blaine Parks 
who actively promotes the mission of Ca-
nines for Service. 
 
In 2005 some of the busiest months hap-
pened as we embarked on a project to 
help 53 animals displaced by hurricane 
Katrina.   With the majority of the animals 
arriving in mid-October, by December 31, 
all the animals were reunited, in foster 
care or adopted.  This project brought 250 
volunteers from the community together 
giving over 3000 volunteer hours and in-
credible financial support from the commu-
nity and beyond.  Carolina Canines suc-

cessfully contacted 68% of the 
owners and while all of animals 
could not be reunited, the own-
ers at least knew where their 
animal was.  
 
The foster program expanded in 
June 2006 to the Myrtle Beach 
community and at the end of 
2006, Carolina Canines had 
completed the 25th service dog 
placement celebrating 10 years 
of service. 
 
In the next 5 years, Canines for 
Service doubled the number of 

service dog placements and created the 
Canines for Veterans program and 
launched our own pet therapy training pro-
gram in Wilmington and Raleigh, NC.    
 
In 2007, the first Walk for Those Who 
Can’t took place with attendance of over 
300 people and 100 dogs.  Domestic Vio-
lence Animal Assistance was launched 
and served 9 clients and 15 animals and 
the Ladies Auxiliary of the VFW of NC 
raised over $31,000 to see one deserving 
Veteran receive a quality trained service 
dog from our organization.   Sadly we said 
an untimely good-bye to Larry Curtis, 
Board member and supporter.  Larry will 
be forever missed by those who called him 

friend.   
 
Having experienced such 
incredible loss, 2007 ended 
on a high note with the first 
Veteran receiving his ser-
vice dog.  This milestone 
launched the program Ca-
nines for Veterans which 
began in January 2008 at 
the Marine Corps Base 
Camp Lejeune Brig. 
 
By early 2008, we found 
ourselves saying good-bye 

to two other friends; Edmund Kent and 
Karl Davis.  Edmund received his service 

dog Gideon in 2002 and was the basis for 
the children’s book A Job for Arabella.  
Edmund never had the chance to see the 
finished book, but his memory lives on 
forever in the lives he touches each time 
the story is read.  
 
Just 10 months after starting the Canines 
for Veterans program the first service 
member received his service dog trained 
by military prisoners.  This accomplish-
ment was followed by a second Canines 
for Veterans placement in 2008.      
 
January 2009 brought a time for celebra-
tion as Rick and Pat joined in matrimony 
with a ceremony attended by the most 
service dogs ever seen at a wedding by 
the pastor. The celebration was a gift of 
love from many of the volunteers and 
friends that had come to know the couple 
through the work of Canines for Service.   
 
The organization launched its own therapy 
program in January 2009  with the help of 
Michelle Godlevski of Teamworks Dog 
Training, Raleigh, NC and since that time 
has trained several hundred pet therapy 
teams in Wilmington and Raleigh.  The 
Canines for Veterans program partnered 
with Coastal Carolina Community College 
and a curriculum for service dog training 
began at the Marine Corps Base Camp 
Lejeune which,  in 2011,  was the basis for 
approval by the U.S. Department of Labor 
as an Apprenticeship program; the second 
of its kind in the U.S and the only one 
working with military prisoners.   
 
Spring was again a sad time when the 
very first service dog partnered, Saint, 
crossed the Rainbow Bridge, followed by 
Katrina survivor, Romeo and service dog 
Samson.   Experiencing loss has come to 
be a part of life and again we said good-
bye to a cherished friend, supporter and 
client with the news of Linda Braud’s pass-
ing.  Life seems to balance the sad with 
joyous moments as we celebrated Ca-
nines for Veterans Service Dog Joshua 
being named the Booker Willoughby Ser-
vice Dog of the Year.  In September we 
were awarded the 2009 Newman’s Own 
Award for innovative programs supporting 
the military in a ceremony held in the Hall 
of Heroes at the Pentagon, the first of sev-
eral trips to Washington, DC in the months 
to come.  By the end of 2009, 38 service  
dog teams were partnered including a sec-
ond time recipient.   
 
As 2010 was welcomed, the possibility of 
moving the Canines for Veterans  program 
because of base realignment had to be 
considered.  The 4th annual Walk for 
Those Who Can’t  was attended by over 
450 people and hosted by Army Wives 
stars Sally Pressman and Rhoda Griffis.  
Canines for Veterans won an unprece-
