— CCFS President made a $50 donation to a
national humane effort for Katrina relief

displaced due to Katrina to be cared for then
reunited with their owners

e Mission

— To provide shelter and foster care for
displaced pets while the owners are located
and re-established with the goal of reuniting
them with their pets.
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e Goals

— Provide a location where the pets would not
pe Iimmediately adopted out

— Provide for medical care and treatment of the
animals and improve the condition the
animals were In

— Continue to search for owners
— Reunite the animals with their owners

— Provide an opportunity for local people to be
iInvolved hands-on
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e Logistics
— CCEFS registered with multiple national organizations
to take in animals

— Space was donated and in the same complex as
CCFS

— Donations of food, bedding, kennels, leashes, collars,
etc. were made

— Monetary contributions were received
— Media support was outstanding
— Volunteer turn-out was tremendous
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e Logistics (continued)

— Contact made with Dr. Kelli Ferris of NC State
Vet School was the key

— First group of 4 dogs arrived on October 51
* Almost one-month after initiating efforts

— Second group of 21 cats arrived on October
12th

— Third group of 37 dogs arrived on October
19th (9 dogs sent to Fayetteville)
